Tyringham Planning Board Minutes 4-9-12

Present: Jerry Miller, Ed Nardi, Richard Biasin, Barbara Palmer

Meeting was called to order at 7:10.

March 26 minutes were approved with one change: please add that Barbara Palmer recused herself during the agenda item Wispring application.

Minutes of April 2 hearing were not voted on – no quorum present.

Ed reported that he was not able to attend the recent BRPC meeting with a speaker because the location was a problem. Jerry noted that it is important to have BRPC meetings reported back to Tyringham and thanked Ed for attending them on the town’s behalf. Ed reported that there had been discussions about the Tyringham Road and Meadow Street bridge problems. The town needs to be better represented on the subcommittees who are making decisions about priority projects in the county. Jerry confirmed that it is the board’s responsibility to recommend representatives for appointment to the select board. Ed would like to request to be recommended to the subcommittee that will work on Tyringham Road. He is pursuing getting the Tyringham Road repaving project done.

Special permit hearing: Jerry was pleased with the hearing. Crispin presented very well. Thoughtful questions were asked and were handled well. Jerry has not heard from town attorney Jeremiah about the next steps – including covenant, bond posting and building permits. Jerry will make some calls, time is of the essence. Ed and Richard complimented Jerry on his leadership.

No additional conditions were discussed, beyond reflective covers on the guy wires and the covenant and bond posting prior to issuing the building permit.

Right to farm bylaw request by Select Board – Jerry will invite a selectman to join us to tell us why they would like the PB to consider this bylaw. Ed looked at other towns’ bylaws.

The rules and regulations update needs to be completed. Jerry would like to do this when the planning board meets with new members.

Rich is running for his seat. Carey’s vacancy will be a write-in vacancy on election day.
